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The authors conclude that screening for breast cancer with mammography is unjustified. Aggressive pro mammography has downplayed the occurrence false positives as predicted by Bayes Theorem. In a group of women screened annually, for 10 years, 49% will have at least one false positive screen, and 19%

will have a biopsy. A few years ago, we had our first post-biopsy abscess, necessitating a lengthy and painful drainage, pack-repack adventure.
